	Forum activity will contribute to increasing the numbers of school leavers going into full-time HE from publicly funded schools in the lowest quintile for HE 


	What do you understand by the following terms/phrases in this context?

HE    SCQF level 7 and above / HNC/D and university provision
FE     Up to SCQF level 6 / non-advanced college provision including college community provision and lower SVQs
‘.. going into full-time HE’ - is this first destination/final destination?

Last destination – provides a timeframe
‘going into’ suggests first destination but this may be FE/College / Take a longer term approach and acknowledge activity which ensures progression to FE and HE.

Information is ‘lost’ when learners have a gap in progression – personal circumstances especially need to work first
FT creates a barrier so should include PT / Acknowledge part-time HE, which recognises the different types of progression.

Need partnership with HEIs to find out where learners go, how well they do once there and what they do after finish e.g. contact 5 years on and see if activity made contribution to finishing university? / Universities can track once on degree and after graduation 
‘ .. publicly funded schools in the lowest quintile for HE ..’ – is this the lowest quintile nationally/regionally/by LEA?

Forums don’t work with all school leavers in lowest quintile

If ‘national’ then a forum may not have ANY schools – is this right? If so it would affect forum funding e.g. West 35, F&T 10.

Regional allows for a set of initiatives built on regional differences and local knowledge.  This is benefit of having 4 regional forums. /  Quintile interpretation has to be regional and not national – needs to build on local knowledge and existing practice of partners

This is different to what happens at the moment - a regional partnership that works with LEAs in partnership with others to identify what’s needed and where e.g. 43 GOALS schools down to 29 in FOCUS West (4 paid by GCC) and LA pay for others

Lowest quintile does not correspond with NEET hotspots.

If just these schools what about individual learners in other schools – community area?
Must target resources and only work with what we are able to

Need a national piece of work on clarification of target schools
If there is a different understanding of these terms in your group please explain.
