Relates to, the patterns of applications for places in HEIs by socio-economic background, deprivation zone, gender and disability


	Forum activity will contribute to increasing the numbers of mature students (21 years and over) going into full-time HE from the most deprived and second most deprived quintile.
	What do you understand by the following terms/phrases in this context?

HE    Level 7 and above in college and university 
FE    Post compulsory accredited learning up to & including level 6  
‘ .. going into full-time HE’ - is this first destination/final destination?

Should be both – latter by any route

Take a longer term approach and acknowledge activity which ensures progression to FE and HE.

Implications for tracking – most use if steps can be recorded

FT not appropriate for many groups especially men and boys (in employment FT or PT)  and some women (family commitments)
Acknowledge part-time HE, which recognises the different types of progression

Should the focus of the forums be solely on HE for this group?  If so, is it all about getting them in and nothing on how appropriate this route is, how well they are retained and their  progression and achievement?
‘.. most deprived and second most deprived quintile ..’ – are these quintiles determined nationally, regionally or by LA?

Recognise the SIMD but acknowledge there are other indicators of success which can help us demonstrate the progress of the forums even if these don’t match perfectly with Learning for All. For example, in Edinburgh the majority of those people currently homeless are accommodated within EH1
Add additional indicators to Learning for All, where nationally these can be measured  but not sure what these might be – numbers without previous qualifications, registered mental health issues?
National most appropriate but ignores rurality  - very important in North Forum – needs to be reworded
